CIT 431 : Security Operations Center

This block of instruction will cover the people, processes, and technology necessary to build a Security
Operations Center. A Security Operations Center (SOC) is a facility composed of people, processes,
and technology that houses an information security team responsible for monitoring and analyzing an
organization’s security posture on an ongoing basis.
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
